e Parent(s) required to come into the gymnasium lobby for both drop off and pick up

o No student will be allowed to leave unless accompanied by an adult

e  $5.00 admission fee

o Cooperate and be respectful to all dance Chaperones — These are all Wauwatosa Catholic School volunteers

o All dance styles must comply with standards of Christian morality, standards that include modesty, decency,
and safety. Chaperones in attendance will be the final judges of the appropriateness of dance style

Dress Code Policy

e Students seeking admission to a Wauwatosa Catholic School dance are expected to dress in a manner that
reflects the modesty inherent in a Catholic School. Students who choose not to follow our guidelines will
not be allowed to attend our dances.

¢ Clothing should be of sufficient size so that all undergarments are covered at all times. Bare midriffs are
not allowed. Additionally, no cleavage of any kind should be visible and shorts must be of sufficient
length to adequately (entirely cover the student’s backside).

o  Skirts/shorts must pass the “finger length test”. (standing up straight, if your middle finger goes past the
skirt/shorts, then you will not be allowed entrance to the dance). Leggings with skirts/shorts are
acceptable.

The following are prohibited:

e Tops: strapless, tube, or halter tops; spaghetti strap tops; low cut tops or tops that do not cover the stomach
or back.

e Hats of any kind, sunglasses or other unusual headgear. Hooded sweatshirts are allowed but hoods may
not be worn up.

¢ BACK-PACKS
The Principal, or designee, has the final discretion on behavioral or dress code enforcement issues.
